The Irish vintage Society is a nationwide network of vintage clubs and enthusiasts from all walks of life sharing a common interest in the preservation of our agricultural and social heritage.   The Society is an umbrella group for clubs and members who have a shared interest in rescuing, restoring and preserving vintage tractors, cars, agricultural machinery stationary oil engines, public transport vehicles and  farming memorabilia from a bygone era. 
The Society is a voluntary organisation working on behalf of all its members nationwide.    
When you join with us you will  find support and practical help within your club, and where club members can enjoy great satisfaction from an absorbing and rewarding hobby.
When you pay your membership fee you will receive a membership badge and  number which will  entitle you  to access our vintage vehicle  insurance package

The Irish Vintage Society has Event Management Regulations in place for Clubs affiliated with us to assist them in organising and holding events that comply with  Health and Safety Regulations  adopted by the Society for the benefit of  Club organisers, club members and the general public.
When clubs apply for Public Liability insurance cover for their vintage events  they can discuss  and be made fully aware of the level of cover provided for the Club by our Insurers.   
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 

What is the Irish Vintage Society.?
The Irish Vintage Society is an umbrella group of vintage clubs, groups and individual enthusiasts interested in the preservation and restoration of vintage cars, tractors, farm machinery, public service vehicles, static engines and memorabilia from our social and agricultural heritage.

Do I have to acquire a vintage vehicle to join the IVS ?

Not at all.   Lots of our  independent members join just to be part of the vintage scene.    We have around 2,000  independent members on our books  for the last  number of years.
How do I form a local vintage club  ?
By contacting the IVS., via email, phone or letter for advice and the necessary forms.   You can also  access our website for the relevant information.  You will need to have 15 members to start a club; officers and committee to be elected from the 15 members.  The club must then send in membership fee of €15 per member to us.  The full Membership fee currently is €25. per person.(Clubs may also charge a higher membership fee from their members )   Your club will retain €10 per person to cover the club’s administration costs. Membership badges will then be posted to your club secretary for distribution.  
Affiliating a new Club.

You will be required to affiliate  your club with the I.V.S. on an annual basis,  once you have a committee in place.  The annual fee is €50. payable each January.  This will entitle  your club  to access our  Public Liability Insurance Package for your vintage events for that year.   

What should happen at Club Meetings.?
It is recommended that clubs hold regular meetings during the year to visit or participate in vintage events around the country, organise vintage rallies and tractor runs when, hopefully you can raise much needed funds for charities of your choice. Or, members can just meet regularly for a chat.
What does the IVS., provide for its clubs ?
· Provide Public Liability Insurance cover for all your vintage events.

· Provide Personal insurance cover when attending affiliated events.

· Receive a full colour annual Vintage News Magazine through the post.

· Receive our Diary of affiliated club Events annually in the post.

· Receive your membership  Badge & Number  to facilitate access to our Vintage Insurance Package for vintage vehicles.

What does the IVS provide for its independent members.?
· Your membership number will facilitate access to our Vintage Insurance Package for your vehicle.

· Provide Personal insurance cover when attending affiliated events.

· Receive a full colour annual Vintage News magazine through the post.

· Receive our Diary of  affiliated Club Events annually in the post.

· Public Liability fees: 
· €200 per each  Static event, ie Vintage rally, Field day, Threshing event, Auto jumble event etc. 
· €100 per  each vintage road run or ploughing event.

Items not covered by the IVS.

Owners of exhibits of all static model working steam engines must have the necessary Public Liability Insurance cover in place. 

Please also note that the following items are not covered by our Public Liability Policy: All contractors, Amusements, Auto Jumble stalls, Trade Stands, Independent Food outlets, Bouncy Castles, Tug- of- War competitions, Sports, Tractor-trailer rides, mini-digger trials, demonstrators and pony rides.
Tractors and cars that are not insured, are they then covered by the Vintage Rally’s Public Liability cover ?
The answer is No.  All vehicles on the rally field must have their own Third Party Vehicle Insurance cover as required by law, as the owner is personally responsible for any accident or claim that may arise on the grounds or car parks– as the rally field is deemed a public place on that day.

Are Club members and helpers insured to provide food for the public at a vintage event.?
Public Liability cover extends to include products liability risk associated with the organising committee themselves arranging for and supplying teas, sandwiches and refreshments.

Will my IVS membership badge allow me free admission into IVS affiliated events.

No:  All rally committees decide their own admission fees and reserve the right of admission.
